was in all nations round about.”

All nations knew Solomon was the wisest man. And what color was the wisest
man? He was Black--King of Israel, thus, also proving that Israel is Black. This
means we have been thinking that the wrong people were the chosen. All the time,

Not only was Solomon Black, but the prophets were also Black, as written in

“And he said unto Abram, know of a surety that thy seed shall be a
stranger in a land that is not theirs, and shall serve them; and they
shall afflict them four hundred years; And also that nation, whom
they shall serve, will I judge: and afterward shall they come out with

In St. Augustine, Florida, there is a great big statue which has an inscription,
and it states that the first Black slave was sold in Florida in 1555. Subtract 1555 from
1997 and I think you will get 442 years. So the only people that have been carried
away Into captivity in a strange land are Black Judah, the children of Jerusalem.

The Bible is your history. Acts, Chapter 7, verse 6, confirms that:

“And T spake on this wise, that his seed should sojourn in a
strange land; and that they should bring them into bondage, and

entreat them evil four hundred years.”
We would be brought here and treated evil four hundred years. Deuteronomy,

Chapter 28, verse 68, validates that we would be brought by ship:

“And "WV shall bring thee into Egypt again with ships, by the way
whereof I spake unto thee, Thou shalt see it no more again: and there

ye shall be sold unto your enemies for bondmen and bondwomen, and

no man shall buy you.

We were sold into slavery. Judah, who used to own Jerusalem, is Black.

What Is Our Nationality?

In Genesis, we read that N> was talking to Abraham,

and since the tribe of Judah are the children of Abraham, and

we are Judah, then we are the children of Abraham. Now we

want to find out our nationality.

— We have been called Colored, we have been called
Negroes, we have been called Blacks; now they are telling us to call ourselves African
Americans. That means Black folks don’t know who they are. Ask the so-called
Black man of America, “What is your nationality?”” They will answer, “I am Colored.”
We did not like being called Colored anymore. Then we became other proverbs and
bywords. But Genesis, Chapter 14, verse 13, testifies to our “true” nationality:

They have taken crafty counsel against
thy people, and consulted against thy hidden ones. They have said,
Come, and let us cut them off from being a nation; that the name of

Israel may be no more in remembrance.”

Now, that did not happen to the Jews! The only people who have been cut off from

Look at that now, “And serve other
gods. . .” because we are getting ready to read further that if you do not keep My

commandments and serve other gods, something is going to happen to you. Continue:

“. .. Then will I cut off Israel out of the land which I have given

them.”

Hold it! See what happens if you do not keep My commandments? I will cut
Israel off out of the land that I gave them. They will not even remember that it is their
land. Cut off means--Boy, you are in trouble. You do not know anything anymore.
You cannot see it, you do not know about it, you do not know it is yours. Other
nations got together after we would not keep the commandments of M, and they cut
us off from being a nation. M said He would cut us off from our land that He had
given us. Were we, the co-called Black man of America, cut off? You ask My

I am showing you what they will not teach you in the public schools, and what
you do not learn anywhere else. There is no other place for you to learn what I am
teaching you. And it is important to find out who you are. Since nobody taught you,
then somebody has to teach you.

So now we see in 1 Kings, Chapter 9, verses 5 through 9, that because we did
not keep the statutes of M, MM’ said He would cut Israel off from their land. And
when the nations found out that we were cut off from our land, then they got together
in Psalm, Chapter 83, and said, “Well, let us finish cutting them off. They have been
cut off from their land, let us cut their minds off too. Let us kill their memory of
Israel.” Why would they want to kill our memory? We will find out in 1 Kings,

Chapter 9, verses 8 through 9:

“And this house, which I have hallowed for my name, will I cast out
of my sight; and Israel shall be a proverb and a byword among all
people: And at this house, which is high, every one that passeth by
it shall be astonished, and shall hiss; and they shall say, Why hath
M done thus unto this land, and to this house? And they shall

Jorth their fathers out of the land of Egypt, and have taken hold upon
other gods, and have worshipped them, and served them: therefore

hath "WYY brought upon them all this evil.”

See why we have been treated evil? Look at this knowledge. We used to be
high. We are catching hell, and other nations know why we are catching hell. When
their children ask, “Why are the Black people in America catching so much hell?”
They will not come and tell you why you are catching hell. They will whisper to their
children why: They will say, “Because they turned their backs on God.”

Foundation? What color is Judah? Judah is Black! How do I know?

The Bible told Me so. First Chronicles, Chapter 28, verse 4,
| reads:

“Howbeit the Lord God, MW, of Israel chose me before all the
house of my father to be King over Israel forever: for he hath chosen
Judah to be the ruler; and of the house of Judah, the house of my
father; and among the sons of my father he liked me to make me king

over all Israel.”
Here is Black Judah chosen to rule forever. Look around the Earth and tell Me where

Judah is ruling. They are missing, aren’t they? Whoever Judah is could not possibly

know they are Judah because the Creator said Judah was chosen to rule forever! Do
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you know how long forever is? That means that there will never be a time when
Judah will not be ruling. You can now understand why nations got together and cut
you off from knowing this, right? We have been cut off! And M cut us off
because we would not keep His laws, statutes, judgments, and commandments.

“If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble
themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked
ways; then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and
will heal their land.”

The reason you do not get heard when you pray is because you are a sinner. So
you have to turn from your wicked ways to get heard. What is sin? I used to ask

everybody I knew all My life, “What is sin?” They would say, “Well, do not wash

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your hair on Friday. Do not get your hair straightened and don’t paint your
fingernails. Do not go to a movie.” Remember those days when you asked, “What
is sin?” They would say, “Do not chew tobacco, do not cuss.” But none of that is

what sin is. First John, Chapter 3, verse 4, tells us what sin is, and it reads:

“Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law; for sin is the

transgression of the law.”

Where is the law found? The law is found in the Old Testament. What do the
churches say about the Old Testament? They say it does not count. But the New
Testament says it does count, because if you do not keep the laws of M, you are a
transgressor. And if you transgress the law, your prayers will not be heard. Law
breakers’ prayers will not be heard. Pray all you want, but nothing will happen, as

written in Isaiah, Chapter 59, verse 2:

“But your iniquities have separated between you and your God, M,
and your sins have hid his face from you, that he will not hear.”

Ask the faith healer
does he keep the law of M. He will tell you, “No, I am under grace.” There is not
that much grace in the world that is going to get you past the law. Our High Holy
Days are all about the laws. That is what you are doing when you attend a Feast. You
are keeping the laws of M, and you are having a wonderful time doing so.

Oh,
yes! Our people, who used to be Colored, loved division. You know our people--you
know, the ones who used to be Negroes--1I said, loved division. Our people, the ones

who used to be Black, loved division. I am talking about our people in America: the

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ones who are now calling themselves African Americans. They still love division.
Love it! All My life I have seen them standing around on the street corners saying
what Colored folks need to do: learn to stick together: “If we stuck together, we could |
do anything. Just imagine if one million of us stuck together, and just put up ten
dollars each, we would have ten million dollars.” They get to be mathematicians.
They cannot count to ten, but they can multiply Colored people by money. But
Colored people love division, so they would begin to say, “Yeah, man, but who will
be the president? and the secretary? and the trustee of the money? You know, see,
we love division and you know you cannot trust Colored folks. You know Colored
people steal, man.

Foundation# make our commitment to M. I want to remind you that I may

not look like much to some, but when I go back in history, I see

R | that Noah must not have looked like much either to the vast
majority. In fact, he looked like something so small that only eight people, including
himself, listened to him. The rest of the whole world was destroyed because Noah did
not look like much to them. He testified about the plans iMi» had for the wicked.

Noah told the wicked that they had best repent or they were going to be

destroyed, and Noah told them exactly how they were going to be destroyed. He told
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them MiN> was going to destroy them with water--a flood. And having seen it rain
before, they did not put too much stock in that. So Noah did not look like much. But
N> confirmed that he (Noah) was all that M needed. After all, i proved with
Noah that it was not his body that counted, but rather it was the message from the
Sender that counted. So I remind you that it is written, . . . as it was in the days of
Noah....”

I am proving to you, as we get into this, do not let your mind fool you.‘
Although My opponents look all-powerful to you, I am sure that all the nations of the
world looked all-powerful to the people in Noah’s time. I am going to prove to you
that it is dangerous not to listen to a man from M. In addition, I am going to prove
that this Man, i, has so much power that He can destroy the whole Earth and save
out of it whom He chooses. I do not think that in the day of Lot and Sodom and
Gomorrah that Lot looked like too much either.

Sodom and Gomorrah were huge, powerful cities doing big trade with each
other, but they were very wicked people, and Lot did not seem like much to them. But
when 7MiM’ got ready to destroy Sodom and Gomorrah, only three people were saved.
So I know three people do not look like much. Matthew, Chapter 24, verse 37,

describes how things will be, and it reads:
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“But as the days of Noah were so shall also the coming of the Son of
Man be.”

I am teaching the same message that Noah taught: ‘“Repent from your wicked
ways.” Although the wicked seem monolithic in number and you think your future
is surely with the wicked, fret not. That means that in Noah’s day, the children were
graduating from high school looking for a future with the wicked. And they were
busy preparing their minds and sacrificing and going to the school of the wicked to
prosper as the wicked were prospering. Oh, yes, the wicked were prospering in those
days.

wealth and the riches of the wicked, but Psalm, Chapter 37, verse 7, tells us to:

Here are wicked people who are prosperous. And i is telling us here to not
get excited about it. 'You had better learn how to “rest” in mi>. Do not jump the gun
now trying to please Satan so you can get hold to a little bit of that money. I do not
pull punches. I tell the whole truth because I love you.

If M says “rest in Him,” then you had better rest in Him. Hear Me well.
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Some people want to get hold of money so badly that they will begin to compromise

their principles. While on one hand some would stand strong for righteousness, but
on the other hand, others will submit to the temptation of the wealth of the wicked,

and the wicked system, and the wicked network. You want to try to move yourself

on into the wicked network so you can get some money so you can help M. Well, .
I am here to tell you, do not worry about helping Me.

You had better not get tired. I told you earlier about getting tired. It is better |
for you to rest. Isaid, “rest” in the Lord, imin>, and wait patiently for what nin> wants
to do with you and for you. And, moreover, quit fretting because of the riches you see
the wicked have. Calm down, My child, calm yourself, because you are going to lose
out if you compromise your principles to try to get some of the wealth of the wicked. -
i Some want careers with the wicked. I understand how they feel because before
I came that is all they had. They did not have an alternative before I came. The only
thing they could do was try to prepare themselves among the wicked to get ahold to
all they could with the wicked, which never seemed to amount to much. Or if they got
something, it did not seem to last long.

Now do not think I am picking on you, because I am not. I am talking about

“resting” in the Lord, iMi>. Calm down! Everything is going to be alright. I have
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already told you how to get all the money. All you have to do is “save” and become
one of the just. How much will you get? “All”

Now see, you cannot get excited and then try to run out and do your thing, and
say, “When MiN> gets ready to give it to me, I will be waiting on that too, but in the
meantime . . . .” That is how you get tired--hustling the “meantime”; compromising
your principles. Calm down! It is all right. I am here to tell you that I am here to

give it all to you. Not your grandchildren and not your children, if you understand,

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Now, it is awesome when you make the same mistake people made 5,000 years
ago. I would call that foolish. What would you call it? If you did not have an
example, then you might be able to escape, but you have an example in Noah and the §
people in Noah’s day.

If you want to know whether I am the Son of Man or not, if I am this Man they
are talking about, and if this is the right time in history, then what you have to do is
study everything that was going on in the Day of Noah and check out today. That is
called comparative analysis. That is how all scholars check into statistics. It is also
called statistical analysis. If you are a logical-thinking person, you will check yourself

out in relationship to Noah and see which way you are standing today.

o M loved those who were good in the Days of Noah

and He saved them. But remember now, there was something

Foundatiomi# peculiar about Mi> then--something real peculiar, in that He

created the Earth and everything in it. He said that this day

o " would be just like the Days of Noah.

Do you know what was peculiar about M’ in the Days of Noah? He repented
that He made man. When MinN> gives up on you, you are in trouble. What do you
think? According to His works of old and according to the deeds of M in the past,
Ido not think I want to be on His bad side, especially when He promised to roast Me
this time. He drowned me the last time. Sticking your hand in the fire is a good

example of roasting--of the heat that is coming. He was peculiar then. Genesis,
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Chapter 6, verse 6, reads:

“And it repented MY that he had made man on the Earth and it

grieved him at his heart.”

It grieved M. Can you imagine grieving God’s Mind? That had to be pretty ,
disturbing to the Creator. It meant that man had taken gods other than M to
worship. They preferred other gods--many gods other than the “true” one. They did
not want anything to do with the One that had the power to send the flood to destroy
the Earth. Him, they did not want. They wanted gods that did not have power to do
that, because they believed in gods in those days. They had altars and made sacrifices
and all those are heathen ways. They were just like the heathens today. What do the :
heathens have today? They have all kinds of gods. And it grieved M to see men |
like this, since He said He was the giver of their life. Notice what the Scripture said,
Who made man? M1 made man, and He said that He was sorry that He had made
you. That is what is going on in the Mind of M’ today. So as it was then, so is it
now at My coming. Take it or leave it. Believe it or not. This is not Ripley’s
“Believe it or Not”--this i1s it!

Genesis, Chapter 6, verse 5, says:

“And " saw that the wickedness of man was great in the Earth

and that every imagination of the thoughts of his heart was only evil
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continually.”

What is going on in the world today? Good or evil? Evil. How often?
Continually! What is going on in the city where you live? I know righteousness. No!
Itis evil. Where you are living, is it evil? Is evil going on now? Yes. Evil is going
on continually.

Do you understand what evil is? You have a pretty good idea, right? So that
is what is going on. Is it just in America? No! It is all over the Earth--all over the
planet. Is this the way it was in the Day of Noah? Yes!

There was no exception except for Noah and his family of believers. His carnal
family was a sign of My asexual family. He and his sexual family were saved as a
sign for Me and My asexual family, which will be saved today. But look at the
thoughts. It says that every imagination that they had was evil. That means all of the
kindergartens, grade schools, high schools, and colleges were full of evil teachers, and
every thought taught in the public schools was evil and against the Creator. They
taught evolution. It said as it was then, it is now. Therefore, what is now is what was
then. It is converse.

If everything today is as it was in the Days of Noah, then all we have to do to

know what went on in Noah’s day is check out now. Subsequently, men in Noah’s
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day believed in every god but the “true” and the “living” Creator, M. And they
went to school and they went to college taking in nothing but evil thoughts.

Did you at least go to college for a few days? If so, I know you went to a
righteous campus. What kind of thoughts were on the campus? So when you have
a child that is growing up, looking forward to going to college, it is going to take more
than prayer. Your child is going to get more of what they got in high school. What
kind of thoughts were in your high school, good or evil? Evil. What kind of thoughts
are going on right now in high schools? Evil. Then what went on in Noah’s day?
Evil.

All their education, all the doctors’ degrees, all the ones put together who grew
up to become masters of the knowledge in Noah’s day were not enough to save them
from being drowned. When you look at the knowledge of all the scholars and the
doctorate degrees, the master’s degrees, the bachelor’s degrees, and all the professors,
and the cum laudes, and valedictorians or salutatorians, and all of the geniuses and
scholars and straight “A” students, they are all unable to save your community from
drugs. They are unable to get the prostitutes off your block and off your corner and
out of your community. With all their knowledge, no matter how high they go and

how many libraries they read from, they do not have enough knowledge to stop crime
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in your community. With all of their knowledge, all of their acquisitions and studies,
all of them together do not have enough knowledge to stop the burglar from entering
your house and busting you upside the head while you sleep at night. With all of their
‘knowledge, they cannot save you from the wicked man today.

So if you are restless and fretting yourself because of the money and the
prosperity of the wicked ones, if you think you cannot get a car unless you participate
in the evil of the wicked people, if you think you cannot get a nice house unless you
participate with the wicked people, then I am telling you, all you have to do is JUST
REST in M. In My Father’s house, there are many mansions, and if it were not so,
I surely would tell you.

If you are running to college to be a part of the wicked man’s system, maybe
you had better think about Noah’s day, and maybe you should consider “resting” in
M and taking it upon yourself to make a change, because there is a change coming.
I am willing to wait until My change comes: REST IN mi.

Remember back in Genesis, Chapter 6, verse 5, it said, N1’ can see what is
going on.

Your oppressor does not promise you Heaven. He promises you hell, and gives
it to you. If he tells you you are going to get Heaven from him, he is telling a lie. He
does not keep any promise he makes. I come in the name of a Man that never goes

back on His promise, and I am rejected.

I come with the fool-proof message, a tried and proven message, and I am
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rejected of men. You cannot say men accept Me. Now if I was advertised to be a liar,
Icould charge $20 a head and there would be people backed up for miles trying to get
in to hear Me.

People pay $20 a head and stand in line to get in to hear those nasty-talking
people and they do not pretend to tell no truth. They will tell you up front, “I am a
paid liar.” They call it being a comedian today. You record it, and look at it, and fall
all out and laugh, and get all under the chair, under the table, and fall all out for dead
laughing at a fool and a liar. Yes, you are guilty!

Have you heard about people having party records? Are they clean or filthy?
They are filthy. Do the ones who make filthy records get rich? Yes, they do. Do
clean-talking people or nasty-talking people become the movie stars from among our
people today? Of course, nasty-talking people. So what is put before us as a role
model today: a good-speaking man or a nasty-speaking man? A nasty-speaking man.
A good-speaking woman or a nasty-speaking woman? A nasty-speaking woman.

And you wonder what is wrong with your children. Why do you turn your
children over to other nations that teach in America? Why do you trust them to rear
your children up with evil thoughts? And you wonder what is wrong with our

community and neighborhoods. They do not feel like they are a part of your
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community and neighborhood because they have been trained by people in other
neighborhoods. And that is where they want to be--in the other neighborhoods. In
addition, they are hated by the people from the other neighborhoods. And moreover,
they are turning the clock back on your Black, Negro, Colored, Afro American-talking
self.

A college is usually a unit within a university‘
organized for advanced instructions and research in relatively narrow fields. The
knowledge of MiN> will cause your children to establish “divine” principles, laws,iz
customs, and organizations. The knowledge of MiN> will cause you to write and
publish elementary textbooks of “divine” law designed for beginners.

One of the reasons we must train up our children in the knowledge of mn® is 
it will cause them to establish “divine” institutions devoted to the promotion of the
educational and charitable works of N>, The knowledge of MmN will cause your
children to exhibit a well-established and structured pattern of holy and righteous
behaviors and of relationships that are accepted as a fundamental part of our Hebrew
culture. The knowledge of MiN> will cause your children to establish the institutions
of “divine” laws of MM, such as spiritual, social, educational, political, economical,
and physical laws, such as physics and all the sciences.

The wisdom, knowledge, understanding, and power of our institutions in
perpetuity, which means endless existence, as a part of our Hebrew culture, will b
grasped by our children. “Train up” indicates that your children are to be prepared fori
the responsibilities that they will know as adults. That is the purpose of education ani
training: to prepare them for the responsibilities as adults, which the presenf
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educational system fails to do for the public. All instructions given to our children
must be in accordance with the knowledge of M, which is proper for your children.
It also means that the instructions must include the customs and traditions of our
Hebrew culture, for such training will provide thorough grounds for the Holy Spirit
of M to work.

JUST BECAUSE THEY HAVE BEEN GIVEN A PERFECT, GOOD, AND
RIGHTEOUS UPBRINGING DOES NOT MEAN THEY WILL RETURN.

The QUALITY of training which the child receives is the most critical
concern. Parents should never assume that simply bringing their children up in a
moral atmosphere is all that is needed. The primary goal in training up a child is that
he be educated in the knowledge of M, according to Ephesians, Chapter 6, verse
4

“And, ye fathers, provoke not your children to wrath: but bring them

up in the nurture and admonition of MM.”

Your children should also be provided with a thorough preparation for the temptations
